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Policing, new security
measures were a major success
at New Bedford’s 2023
Portuguese Feast

New security measures and heavier police presence was a
controversial topic of discussion leading up to the 107th
annual Feast of the Blessed Sacrament. Some residents were
upset with the idea that the feast grounds will be fenced in
with only a few entry points, and having to now enter through
gated security with metal detectors.

The new restrictions were pretty much identical to attending a
concert, sporting event, or entering a theme park. The Feast
of the Blessed Sacrament is the largest Portuguese festival in
the world and anytime you attract huge crowds, security needs
to be a top priority.

I attended the feast for all 4 days and at any time I could
always see multiple New Bedford Police Officers in bright
yellow uniforms standing by. The heavy police presence mixed
with strict gate security genuinely eased my mind and allowed
for everyone to just enjoy the event.

There were 4 entry points which were never more than a few
minute wait to get in at its busiest of times. EMS was on site
assisting with any form of medical emergencies, and most
importantly there were no notable fights, brawls or any wild
outbreak that took place during the feast.

The Feast organizers, New Bedford first responders, and
private security put on a masterclass on public safety and I
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think that should make the news.

Compost Bin Day for New
Bedford and Dartmouth
residents approaches

“Compost Bin Day is coming up on Saturday, August 19, 2023,
from 8:00 to 10:45 a.m. at the Crapo Hill Landfill, 300 Samuel
Barnet Blvd., New Bedford. Enter through the New Bedford
Business Park.

New Bedford and Dartmouth residents who purchase, or
previously purchased, a backyard compost bin can choose from
two types of kitchen counter bins to help compost at home.
Collect food waste such as banana peels and apple cores in
your kitchen counter bin. When full, empty it into your
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backyard compost bin.
The two options are:

e plastic Sure-Close kitchen counter bin, FREE.

e 1-gallon stainless steel kitchen counter bin, available for
purchase for $30.28 each (including tax). Cash, check, or
money order only.

Kitchen counter bins are only available on special Compost Bin
Days and while supplies last.

The Earth Machine and the New Age Composter are available at
the discounted rate of $25 each (including tax). Cash, check,
or money order only. Proof of residency required. The cost of
each compost bin is being subsidized by the two communities to
encourage backyard composting.

“Food waste makes up approximately 20% of the waste that
residents generate in their homes. Composting fruit and
vegetable scraps saves space in your trash bags and the
landfill, while providing nutrient rich material for
gardening,” notes Marissa Perez-Dormitzer, Waste Reduction
Manager.



Sure-Close bin

2 gallons

Benefits of composting include:

e materials such as fruit and vegetable scraps, coffee
grounds, eggshells, leaves, grass, hay, and twigs placed in a
compost bin ¢ turn into free compost (that you do not have to
buy in a plastic bag).

e returns nutrients to the soil to grow nutritious food, and
healthy plants, flowers, and shrubs.

 reduces greenhouse gases such as methane.

* reduces trash and reduces plastic bag use — material that
was going in your trash now becomes nutrient-rich soil
amendment.



Which compost bin 1is best for you?

The Earth Machine:

e 80-gallon capacity, great for smaller families, gardens, or
yards.

e Made of rigid recycled plastic — twist lid to lock, unlock,
and allow for ventilation.

e Comes with two halves for the body, a lid, and a perforated
base plate. Easy to assemble in a few steps.

e The sliding door at the base allows for compost removal. Or
the entire bin can be picked up to harvest the finished
compost at the bottom.

« Rodent prevention: keep meat, bones, fats, oil & dairy out
of the bin. Comes with a perforated base plate that helps keep
rodents out.

* Add water to keep the contents as damp as a wrung-out sponge
(leftover cooking water can be used). It is possible to drill
holes in the lid and body to allow in rainwater.

The New Age Composter (made in New Bedford):

e Capacity up to 180-gallons, great for larger families,
bigger gardens, yards with more leaves.

* Made of flexible recycled plastic so the diameter can be
adjusted during setup.

e Cone-shaped base continually aerates contents from below,
turning is not necessary.

e Comes with the body, a base, a lid, and clips to hold it
together. Easy to assemble in a few steps. Video with
instructions for assembly: https://youtu.be/08gDLLv1Hgc
e To access the finished compost, push aside fresh material on
top and shovel out compost underneath. Or pick up the entire
bin to access the finished compost. Using 2 or 3 bins 1in
rotation makes harvesting compost easy from the oldest bin.

* Rodent prevention: keep meat, bones, fats, oil & dairy out
of the bin. The sides and bottom cone may be secured to the
ground with stakes to keep rodents out.



e Holes in the lid allow rainwater in. During dry spells, add
water to keep contents as damp as a wrung-out sponge.

The 107th annual Feast of the Blessed Sacrament is here! This
year there will be new security measures that are similar to
attending a concert at Gillette or hanging out at an amusement
park. To avoid that long walk back to your car, let’s go over
some items that are NOT allowed on the feast ground this year.

The following items are NOT permitted on the property. Any
item deemed inappropriate by staff and law enforcement will
not be allowed on the property, including but not limited to:

* NO backpacks, over sized purses, or coolers will be allowed

e Only clear backpacks, clear ziplock bags, small purses,
wristlets, hand held bags, medical bags, and baby bags will be
allowed

* NO Animals (other than service dogs assisting those with
disabilities)

* NO Drones

* NO Remotely Controlled Model Aircraft

* NO Unmanned Aerial Vehicles

* NO GoPro Cameras and Video Cameras

* NO Selfie Sticks

* NO Tripods or Monopods

* NO Coolers or Containers, including Cans and Bottles

* NO Food or Beverages (no outside food will be allowed on the
property)

e NO Alcoholic Beverages of Any Kind

* NO Illegal Drugs and Substances

* NO Weapons of Any Kind, including Pocket/Utility Knives

e NO Fireworks, Pyrotechnics, Flares
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e NO Laser Pointers
* NO Hover Boards
* NO Segways

FEAST OF THE BLESSED SACRAMENT BAG POLICY

In accordance with the Feast of the Blessed Sacrament Security Guidelines, the only bags,
packaged or containers permitted to be carried person are the following:

One-gallon clear, plastic freezer bag Bag that is clear plastic, vinyl or PVC Small wristlet or handheld wallet, with
DOES NOT EXCEED 11” X 11” DOES NOT EXCEED 12" X 12" X 6" or without handle or strap
DOES NOT EXCEED 8” X 5" X 2"

Note: All bags are subject to search per the discretion of security or staff

Elizabeth Warren to visit New
Bedford to speak on climate
change and natural disasters

Warren will then visit the New Bedford Port Authority to
discuss how the funding she helped secure is ensuring the Port
of New Bedford is protected from future impacts of natural
disasters and climate change. Senator Warren will be
accompanied by local leaders to view the progress of these
federally-funded projects.

Warren’s last appearance in New Bedford was in May touting
$400 million in new federal funding for electric school buses.
