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Broadway royalty Alan Cumming in “Alan Cumming Sings Sappy

The  story  of  the  season  continues  with  the  first  area
performance  by  the  renowned  Boston  Gay  Men’s  Chorus,  New
Orleans virtuoso Trombone Shorty and Orleans Avenue, Jasmin
Guy in the story of Harlem’s renaissance “Raisin’ Cane,” Los
Angeles  dance  company  Body  Traffic,  “A  Night  with  Janis
Joplin” starring the original Broadway performer Mary Bridget
Davies, comedian Joy Behar and so much more.

“Many tales you’ll hear this season are told on-stage by these
exceptional performing artists, but we believe that the best
stories  come  from  the  audience,”  explains  Rosemary  Gill,
Executive Director.
